Quoll found at Mission Beach

An endangered species was discovered
this week at Mission Beach.

The Northern Quoll (Dasyurus hallu-
catus), listed as endangered under national
environment law., had not previousiy been
recorded along the coast between Ingham
and Cairns.

However this week a Mission Beach
resident accidentally caught the quoll in a
household trap set for a rat.

na of Mission Beach.” Ms Gallie said.
