Background  

 
In 2005 Councillors from Johnstone Shire and Cardwell Shire encouraged MBCA to report current council related issues in Mission Beach. In  

January 2006 a State of Mission Beach 4852 Report was prepared and updated in 2007 to provide guidance to our Councillors decision making.  

It was designed to be a joint, progressive plan for the beautification and improvement of Mission Beach as a residential and tourist destination.  

Both representative Councillors accepted the document with the intention of addressing the issues identified.  

We acknowledge and thank council for acting on several previous issues which have been resolved, such as the Bike Track along Cassowary Drive and shade 

cloth in some of the parks, however new issues have come to light and others have not been resolved and are contained in this report.  

 

Status of the most significant infrastructure issues five years later:  

 

ω !ǉǳŀǘƛŎ CŀŎƛƭƛǘȅ ŦƻǊ aƛǎǎƛƻƴ .ŜŀŎƘ  

We are happy to report that Council now has agreed to make the Mission Beach Aquatic Facility a  priority. Through the hard work of MBARC a site has 

been chosen (MARCS Park) and architects and Council and MBARC are working together to make the project a reality in the coming years. 

 

¶ Progressive development of walk ways/bike ways linking all villages.  

We are happy to report that the long awaited link between Mission Beach and Wongaling is nearly completed. Council is actively trying to find a solution 

how to connect the other villages. 
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¶ Traffic Management 

For many years we have asked Council to look into the problems at Seaview Street and we have been advised that that is now been looked. The t-junction 

between Cassowary Drive and El Arish Mission Beach Road continues to be of concern as many near misses have been reported to us. Speed limit signs 

have been requested for many years at Cutten Street and Banfield Parade but we have received no comments with regards to these requests. Traffic 

calming with regards to Cassowary deaths is back on the agenda and driven by the Department of Main Roads and MBCA is actively involved with the 

consultation process. 

 

ω Replacement of Clump Point Jetty  

This continues to be a critical issue. The jetty has very time left of usable life and in the past our two Councils, through their Marine Board Committee, 

continued to prevaricate on their joint responsibility to plan for replacement. Mission Beach without a safe jetty is unimaginable. The jetty has deteriorated 

so badly that tourist boats now have to load/unload their passengers at the Clump Point boat ramp pontoon  during  high seas.   

Mission Beach tourism is largely reliant on commercial charter vessels having safe jetty access. The Mission Beach Boat Bay Marina issue is yet to be 

resolved, which involves numerous Federal and State Agencies and considerable time and community consultation. A Management Plan for this area is a 

priority. 

 

ω Improvement of water quality and supply to cope with increased population growth  

Water pressure, quality and supply continues to be a concern and the new Council needs to address this major health issue quickly. 

 

ω Weed Management  

Weeds continue to be a major problem. Councils in the past year have sprayed Singapore Daisy and other weeds but have not removed  

them or planted alternative ground cover or mulch which makes the region very unsightly. MBCA members have suggested that local

be established. The Wet Tropics Management Authority, The Australian Rainforest Foundation and Terrain might also be able to assist. them or planted 

alternative ground cover or mulch which makes the region very unsightly.  

It has been brought to our attention that when areas get slashed no whipper snipping is done around posts and uphill etc. which leaves the very untidy. 

 

ω Efficient recycling and mulch distribution program  

Little progress seems to have been made with regards to an efficient recycling program. The dumping of green waste seems to be adhoc at the Wongaling 

waste station and a better system for handing out mulch should be established. 
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MISSION BEACH COMMUNITY PROGRAM  

 

BACKGROUND  

 

March 2008 saw the amalgamation of Johnstone Shire Council and Cardwell Shire Council into the Cassowary Coast Regional Council. The  

amalgamation process will require the full attention of the new Councillors and Mayor in order to make a smooth transition. Several major

which Mission Beach presents itself to each of these sectors.

RATIONALE

minor issues. Whilst issues might be considered minor in the overall scheme of Council dealings; minor issues at the very-localised level can be  

highly important to groups or individuals.  

 

With some encouragement, groups and individuals might feel empowered to take small projects on board. Given the small resources such as  

eg plants and mulch, a community group may be capable of turning an un-sightly area into a small native garden.

The Mission Beach State School has 

also assisted with a planting day. 

 

MBCA will continue to identify new projects and liaise with local groups and Council to further their cause.
